REGARDING TODAY’S SENATE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE VOTE
By a vote of 12 - 6, the Senate Judiciary Committee today passed two bills that would bring cameras and microphones into federal courts.
S. 1768, would permit the televising of Supreme Court proceedings. 

S. 829, is the Sunshine in the Courtroom Act of 2005, which would give federal judges the discretion to permit audiovisual coverage of proceedings on a case-by-case basis.
“These bills indicate at least Congress is interested in opening up the federal judiciary by televising court proceedings, and CSPAN agrees with that goal.  But it is also clear to us that the federal courts, particularly the Supreme Court, are much less interested in allowing camera coverage,” said Bruce Collins, C-SPAN Corporate Vice President.
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
